
Executive Summary

The top five manufacturing facilities in the greater San 
Fernando Valley all employ over 400 workers with An-
heuser-Busch ranking at No. 1 with 900.

Following are Anthony International (No. 2) with 725 Val-
ley employees, Micro Solutions Enterprises (No. 3) with 
700, Superior Industries (No. 4) with 425 and Western 
Bagel (No. 5) with 415. 

This was the second year in a row that Anheuser-Busch 
ranked as the manufacturer with the most employees in 
the Valley.

Dropped from the list this year was motion-control 
systems manufacturer Magnetek, Inc., which moved its 
headquarters from Chatsworth to Wisconsin. The com-

pany sold its power electronics group to Power-One, 
Inc., of Camarillo.

New to the list this year is Solid Concepts, a prototype 
and rapid products manufacturer in Valencia. Solid Con-
cepts has four manufacturing facilities with more than 
half of its employees – 140 – located in the Santa Clarita 
Valley. 

Only a handful of companies – including Solid Concepts 
– saw an uptick in employee numbers. The biggest jump 
was by Micro Solutions Enterprises and film and digital 
camera maker Panavision.

Of the companies downsizing, the most dramatic de-
crease was by food manufacturer Okami, Inc. which 
dropped by 130 employees at its facility in the Valley.
